At a meeting of the Council of the W.P.C.S. of South Africa it was decided that a summary of the minutes of the meeting would be put on the Website and published in the Newsletter. The following is a summary of the meeting held on Monday 10 August 2009 in Bloemfontein. All council members were present and the President chaired the meeting.

Complaint against G Karlsson

Dr Schalk du Toit lodged an official complaint against Gustav Karlsson. It is in regard to Mr. Karlsson’s alleged behavior and general conduct. Mr. Karlsson excused himself from the meeting whilst this matter was discussed. After discussion Council decided to proceed with a disciplinary process against Mr. Karlsson. A disciplinary committee will be appointed.

Complaint against U A Moerat

Mrs. G Karlsson has lodged an official complaint against Mr. U A Moerat for a letter that he sent to the Karlssons, in which he allegedly attacked them and insulted them and the Welsh breeds. Council decided that a disciplinary process would be started against Mr. U Moerat. 

W.P.C.S. has adopted the disciplinary code of SANEF and according to this code the structure of the disciplinary committee will be three impartial persons. Council decided (with Mr. Karlsson present) that the composition of the committee would be as follows:

The President of WPCS, a practicing lawyer or advocate and an impartial member of the WPCS.

Protocol for ponies misbehaving at shows

Mrs. G Karlsson complained about the behavior of Frosty Spike and the accident he caused at the National show. It was decided that a letter should go to the Frost family in regards to the behavior of Frosty Spike. Paragraph 8 of the show rules will be re-emphasized in the next News Letter. Di Nicholson will draft a note for the Newsletter to make people aware of the implications if their horses cause damage or harm to anybody on a show.

Feedback 2009

A fairly successful show taking the time available into consideration. A half day more is needed to run it properly. The strain on the overseas judge was big and it should be considered. Gustav Karlsson was very satisfied with the show and congratulated Sue Cook on the organization of the show. The marshalling will be sorted into two arenas for next year.


Letter from Mrs. Olivier

A letter was received from Mrs. C Olivier complaining about the behavior of Mr. Muller and his crew in the Private Drive Class. It was decided that a letter should go to Mr. Muller stating that there was a complaint regarding their behavior. The letter should state the rules and regulations for this specific class. The steward for this class in future must be fully in control of the class.

Travel and accommodation was paid for the overseas judge, local judges, Graham Haddow, Nico Fourie, Judith Harrison, & Sue Cook; Trudie Gillfillan – travel only

Un-official meeting of members held on May 5, 2009

Gustav Karlsson stated to the meeting that as, in his opinion the requisite notice in terms of the Constitution had not been given, the AGM was un-official and none of the decisions were binding. The majority of council were of the opinion that the meeting was official. Mr Karlsson disagreed with this and stated that he might take action.


Regional Committees – legalities
A general constitution for all regions should be drafted stating the minimum requirements for the region.


Constitution
Everybody accepts the spirit and the wording of the constitution. There is a question on the legality of some paragraphs. A letter should go to Studbook requesting a clearance of the legality of the constitution.

Wilkie Snaffle Bit

This snaffle will be added to the official list of bits.


Ribbon in Mane for harness ponies

Not to be allowed in shows.


False Tails
False tails or hairpieces will not to be allowed in any purebred class.

Safety of Tack at shows 

The chief collecting arena steward to be empowered to check on harnesses and be able to deny competitors entering the arena if he is not satisfied with the safety of the tack.


Increased age of Riders in First Pony classes to 11yrs & under

The age for children in first pony classes to be changed to 11 years and under and lead rein classes will be 9 years and under


Ring Stewards not allowed to exhibit at same show
Stewards may not steward for a Judge under whom they are exhibiting.


Use of Prefix for ponies entered at Welsh Shows
Ponies must be shown under their registered name and prefix at all affiliated shows.


Teams of 8 

People should be encouraged to exhibit teams of eight. Combinations of teams should be within the rules.


Breed standard – colour

A proposal on this will be put to the 2010 AGM 


Programme for visiting Judges

The programme will depend on the time that the judge has available. If time is available the regions will be contacted to compile a programme.


Judges qualification programme
Sue Cook explained the current situation regarding the qualification of judges. The concern was expressed that there are not enough judges and that they are not all competent to judge all the different sections.


Judges refresher programme
Sue Cook to investigate the possibility of having refresher courses,

Increased fee for stallion registration
The proposal will go to the AGM that the fee is increased to R 500.
