Height certificates
In order to ensure that our Welsh Cobs and
welsh ponies of Cob type are entered in the
correct section of the Studbook, they are
required to have an official height certificate at
the age of 5yrs. Copies of these certificates
should be submitted to the office as soon as
possible after the animal has reached this age.
No entries will be accepted for Section C & D
animals of 5yrs and older at Regional or
National Championships unless a height certifi-
cate has been lodged with the Office. In order
to ensure that animals are birth notified in the
correct section both parents, in the case of both
Section C and D animals should have a height

certificate lodged with the Welsh Pony & Cob
Society.
Judges
Judges at all levels are required to attend a
workshop or seminar at least once every three
years. As far as possible these will be arranged
in conjunction with Regional Championships
to reduce travelling expenses. Judges will be
notified of the first set of seminars shortly.
If anyone is interested in becoming a Judge
please contact the Secretary. Theory exams will
be held at various centres throughout 2012.

Although we did not enter Nationals in 2011 because of the country-wide
African Horse Sickness threat, our Stud nevertheless did very well on the
Regional front in the Western and Eastern Cape. Thus at the 2011 WC
Regional Championship, we took the Junior Championship and Reserve,
the Senior Mare Championship and Reserve, the Senior Stallion
Championship and the Supreme Championship - a "full-house" for us so
to speak.  At the 2011 EC Regional  Championship, we again won the
Junior Championship, the Senior Mare Championnship and Reserve.  We
were placed Reserve Supreme, our mare standing down to a very flashy red-roan stallion.
The end of 2011 marks three successive years of showing for us.  During this relatively short peri-
od we won the SA Junior championship on the two occasions we entered Nationals.  At Regional
level, in the WC (Robertson) and EC (Cradock) and in Heidelburg, we have captured the Junior
Championship consecutively at each show over the three years of our showing.  Our eldest mare
has taken the Senior Mare championship on each of the 4 occasions in which she has competed in
this category.  Between them our ponies have won 4 Supreme Championships and three Reserve
Supreme Championships.  In the three years they have taken 2 Purebred Supreme Championships.
